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Province. It suggests that the status quo is no longer working well enough. Instead, 
through 18 recommendations, the advisors set out a vision for truly transformational 
change in our assessment approach. They call for a greater emphasis on and support 
for classroom assessments conducted by the teachers who work with our students 
every day. They also recognize that large-scale EQAO assessments provide important 
public information about the performance of Ontario’s education system and inform 
improvements that will benefit all students.  

I am grateful for the thoughtful and comprehensive advice of Dr. Campbell and her 
colleagues. To prepare a report on subject matter of this breadth and depth in only six 
months was a tall order, and they rose to the occasion.  

I am pleased to hear so many of your voices, as well as the perspectives of our 
province’s students and parents in the report. However, there are still individuals and 
groups who have not had the opportunity to provide their input, including our First 
Nation, Métis and Inuit partners. Therefore, while we intend to move forward with our 
partners on the recommendations for strengthening classroom assessment and 
reporting, we will continue to engage to make sure all voices are heard, and will work 
with the Transformation Steering Committee to co-develop a plan for implementation 
that is aligned with the curriculum refresh.
